A New Year, A New Way

Last November our church took a first step toward doing ministry in a new way. Acting as a Church Conference, those
who came out on November 19, 2011 voted to approve a new administrative structure for our church.

What will this mean to our congregation? Not much, and yet, quite a bit, depending on your level of involvement
“behind the scenes” here at West Lawn UMC. Essentially, this is what was enacted:

§ We will be electing a new Leadership Team to take the place of our previous leadership body known as the Admin-
istrative Board.

§ The Leadership Team will consist of 12 members, who will be elected by a Church Conference, and will serve in 3
classes of 4, each with a 3-year term.

§ The initial Leadership Team will have 4 members in a 1-year class, 4 members in a 2-year class, and 4 members in a
3-year class.

§ Among the Team will be a chairperson, vice-chairperson, recording secretary and treasurer.

§ The Leadership Team will also include lead staff (Senior Pastor, Pastor of Discipleship & Congregational Care, Ex-
ecutive Administrator), our Lay Leader/s, and lay members to Annual Conference.

§ Beyond the officers, those serving on the Leadership Team will be selected so as to have 3 members addressing
financial matters, 3 addressing personnel matters and 3 addressing property issues. The Leadership Team is free to
establish sub-committees where needed, and call on additional church memberts to serve on these sub-committees
for expertise and added church representation.

§ The Leadership Team will bring together in one body the functions of the Board of Trustees, Finance Committee,
and Staff-Parish Relations Committee.

We will look for Leadership Team members from church members who are:

§ Regular and faithful in their worship attendance at West Lawn;

§ Intentionally growing in their faith (participating in a Community Group, Sunday school class or Bible study
group);

§ Serving on a ministry or mission team; and
§ Financially committed to our church, as evidenced by a Time, Talent & Treasure form.

Members of the 2011 Administrative Board, Board of Trustees, Finance and SPR committees will continue to serve until
the Leadership Team is officially elected at a Church Conference.

We hope that by moving into this new structure we will free up people from administrative tasks and allow them to be
more involved in hands-on ministry, and empower our staff to make the day-to-day decisions needed to run a church like
ours. We also hope that this new, smaller, highly committed group of laity will provide visionary leadership to our con-
gregation as we seek to faithfully follow the path that God is setting before us.

Now we ask for you:
§ to pray for our Leadership Team, (yet to be elected);

§ to give thanks for the many, many church members who have served on our boards and committees in the past;
and

§ as a church, to faithfully follow God’s leading, accept God challenges, and do God’s will in ministry and service
as we seek to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world!
