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Expressions of Thanks

‘And you became imitators of us and of the Lord, for in spite of persecution you received the word with joy
inspired by the Holy Spirit, so that you became an example to all the believers..” - 1 Thes. 1:6-7a

As we have been spending some time in Paul’s letters recently (in worship and in our Sunday messages), it is obvious
and convicting that Paul is instructing all believers to live our lives in such a manner that we would both follow his ex-
ample (be “imitators”) and, in turn, be an example to others. This is not what we often want to hear.

Our western brand of religion often trumpets the “I’ll live my life and you live yours” attitude, where we bear no re-
sponsibility for the needs of others, or the impact we may have on their lives. Where is the Good News in that?

Instead, Paul challenges us to live lives worthy of our calling in Christ Jesus our Lord. If we do, our lives will act as a
beacon of God’s Good News into an otherwise dark and hopeless world. Paul, in essence, challenges us to “walk our
talk.” That is, we are to live in a way that is consistent with the Good News of God, witnessing to God’s salvation for
us and for all who call upon him. As we live thankful, faithful, committed lives, others will see God in us!

In this month in which we will all pause to give thanks, I would ask you “How might our lives reflect the thanksgiving
in our hearts and show our gratitude to God?” In other words, how will we walk our talk, not just in November, but all
the time and in the year to come?

Our worship themes in November will attempt to point us in what I believe is the right direction.

November 5 — Our Beautiful News worship this month (Saturday @ 6 p.m. in the Community Center) will help us
to remember where we’ve come from as we worship in a style reminiscent of the early 1900s, when our church was
born. As we REMEMBER, I hope we will want to give thanks to God who knew our needs and reached out to
us and to all. As we remember God’s goodness, we give thanks.

November 6 —Our Sunday morning worship in November will offer us the opportunity to RENEW our commit-
ment to the One who has given all for our sakes. On this All Saints’ Sunday, we will invite worshipers to reflect on
how we can give our lives to God through our TIME, as we remember those who have gone before us.

November 13 —We also reflect our full and total commitment to God when we utilize our TALENTS in ministry
and service to God and to others.

November 20 — If we are truly committed to God, then our lives should reflect our surrender of our Time, our
Talents, and our TREASURE. On Nov. 20, we will be inviting everyone in worship to consider how they will
give of themselves through Time, Talent and Treasure in the coming year. I hope you will be with us, and come
prepared with the Time, Talent & Treasure form that will be coming in the mail the week of Nov. 14.

November 23 — The Rev. Terry Cooney will bring us God’s Word as we pause to Give Thanks in our annual
Thanksgiving Eve service, in the sanctuary at 7 o’clock p.m.

November 27 —We close out November as we enter the season of Advent, taking time to REJOICE at what God
has done. As we prepare a place for Christ in our hearts and in our home, may our lives reflect the goodness of
God and be an example, a shining light to others around us, so that in us they would see Jesus. (Our worship this
Sunday will include the Eucharist, another word for Holy Communion, which literally means “thanksgiving.”)

I look forward to the many opportunities we will have together to live our lives according to God’s Word, that they
may be an example to others, pointing them not to ourselves, but to our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ.
